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ATTENDANCE OFFICE - POLICIES & PROCEDURES

For your convenience and information, we are priogiggou with the procedures we follow in the opienabf the
attendance Office. We have tried to answer fretipasked questions.

When my student is ill, whom do | call? You may call either the "Attendance Hot-line" a63®99and

leave a message, or you may call the Attendancec®fflirectly at 956-4720 or 248-956-471Because of the
number of calls coming in, it is possible that ydll receive voice mail on the direct line. Pledsave a
message as we retrieve messages all day longmégueave a message on the dehours a day.

How long do | have to call in my student's absenceAccording to district policy you have until 1:00wp.on
the same day that the student is absent to calFailure to notify the school by 1:00 p.m. on seeond day
after the student’s return to school will resultan automatic unexcused absence. A daily cak&wh d ay of
absence is expected unless the absence is a oé$uspitalization, death in the family or prearged
absence.

If my student is going to be late to school, whasithe procedure?If your student is going to be late, you
need to call either of the three numbers listedvahBRIOR to your student arriving at school. When the
student arrives, we will send them to class withiextused" pass. If we do not receive a pélbr to their
arrival, the student will spend the rest of thathm "Sweeps". Things such as dentist/doctor agpeents,
illness, medical tests, etc., are considered "exdusardies. If you do not call in prior to studeativing and
they are tardy for one of the above listed reasgos,may call after the fact (within the time frgm& our
student will have spent the class period in swelegisywe can update the absence to "excused".

What do | do if | know ahead of time my student wil not be in school?If your student is not going to be in
attendance for either one day or an extended peatigelto vacation, college visits, surgery, etcu yaay call
one of the three attendance numbers in advancenandill be happy to document that. Again you neay¢ a
message on the direct line 24 hours a day, 7 daysek. We do ask that the pareall usrather than sending
a note. We also have an "extended absence" foumsyodent can pick up in the Attendance Office take
around to their teachers (a phone call from a parerstill necessary with this form).

What is the procedure for students who are leavinghecking out during the school day?f you are picking
up your student, come to the Attendance Officevadiill call the student out of class to leave.u Yl need
to sign them out. If the student is driving hinherself, yolMUST CALL PRIOR to the time they are
scheduled to leave so they can get a pass fromtteadance Office. This also insures their absésice
excused. If you have arranged for someone elp&ekoup your student, please call and inform ushsed we
can release your student to this persémy student who leaves the building must sign dutdugh the
Attendance Office_beforéeaving school groundsA student who leaves and has a parent afér the factis
considered unexcused and consequences will follow.

“Sweeps” will be unexcused, andisfiis may not have the option to make up missed.wor
Students with 4 or more sweeps will be referrethéooffice for disciplinary action.

How are work permits handled? We have work permits for both 14-15 and 16-17 wéds. Permits must be
taken from the school to the employer. Once th@@mar has completed their part of the form, thedstnt then
fills in their appropriate section. The last stiepgthe process is for the student to bring the peback to the
Attendance Office where an issuing officer willhsiguthorize, and copy.

Do not be confrontational.

. FOCUS ON YOUR NEED! Do not focus on what you think the teacher isxgavrong.
The more the teacher knows you the more he/shéwlilling and able to help. The
more defensive a teacher feels, the less likelsttgewill be to help you.

. Don't forget to LISTEN! The teacher will have something to say. Allowdpen
dialogue between you.

. Bring your sense of humor!Allow yourself to laugh at your own misundersteags or
mistakes.

Graduation Requirements for Class of 2012

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS CLASS OF 2011 AND THEREAFRE

The Board may adopt graduation requirements betfmdinimums set forth by the State Board of
Education.

In addition to the minimal graduation requiremesgsforth below for Western, Central, and Northern
high schoolsstudents must have attended a total of eight sensest school in grades 9 through 12 in an
accredited institution or must be approved for editation via the Walled Lake Consolidated School
District’s process for credit acceptance. A studeimb wishes to be considered for early high school
completion (less than eight semesters) must appBdptember 15 of the school year in which theestud
intends to graduate. The application will requestéver of the semesters of attendance requireriéig.
petition will be reviewed by the building principahd, upon the principal's recommendation, final
approval may be granted by thgperintendenfAll students graduating from the Walled Lake
Consolidated School District must take the ACT/ IMgan Merit Exam unless waived by the building
principal. Waivers will be granted only for excegtal mitigating circumstances.

Minimal requirements for Central, Northern, anéstern High Schools graduation for the class dfl20
and thereafter:

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12 Central, Northern, and Wiestegh Schools

A minimal total of 26 credits are to be succesgfadmpleted in grades 9 through 12. All studengs ar
encouraged to exceed this minimum. Of the 26 editded for graduation, 8 may be elected; the othe

Changes in the Michigan State School Code allodesits enrolled in high school to “test out” of any
class in which they are not currently enrolled. &xons are the state mandated government coudseoamses
students have already taken for a grade and/oitcr8tlidents must demonstrate mastery of counsgenbby
attaining 78% (C+) or better on a comprehensival faxamination. Assessments may include portfolios,
performances, papers, projects and/or presentai@sessments required of students are comparable
and equivalent to those normally required of stisléaking the course. While testing out will allstudents to
accelerate through a course, no grade will be ddmgdesting out of a course. Credit earned witl e counted
toward graduation requirements and will not be ¢edmn the computation of the grade point average
(GPA). Once credit is earned by “testing out”, stiuid may not receive credit for a lower coursénendourse
sequence.

The
procedure includes, but is not limited to:

1. The student submitting to the principal, within®ys after receipt of notice of the grade, a
written request for grade change stating the reémaihe proposed grade change.

2. The student submitting a written request to theesapendent for review by the Review Panel
3. The student attending a meeting with the ReviewePan

4. The decision of the Review Panel shall be issuedriting to all parties.

Recommended College Preparatory Curriculum

These recommendations are designed to assist ¢hglolsstudents in selecting courses of study dugnagles
9-12 which will prepare them for academic succéssallege or university. High school students who
satisfactorily complete the course program outlihelbw and acquire the requisite skills will grgaticrease
their chances for success at a university or celleg

Recommended Courses of Study:

English (Four years required) *
Students entering a college or university shouldltie to:
1) comprehend the main and subordinate ideas in wnitarks, lectures, and discussions;
2) conceive ideas about a topic and organize themr&sgentation in both verbal and written forms using
standard English sentences. Effective use of tlgiiginlanguage is central to one’s ability to swectat
the university and in the professions and occupatfor which students are preparing.

Mathematics (Four years required) *

College preparatory students should successfuttypbete four years of study in the college prepayadmd/or
the accelerated mathematics sequence. This simmlidie two full years of algebra and one full ye#r
geometry. While most careers for which universitydents are preparing require mathematical compgtem
increasing number of careers in the science aruhies curricula require advanced preparation in
mathematics.

Biological and Physical Sciencef hree years required) *

Students should be acquainted with: 1) concepisatfer, energy, motion and force, and the natasas$ land
processes of the physical sciences in generate23cience of life and living matter with specefierence to
growth, reproduction and structure; and 3) labayatoethods. A basic understanding of the physcal
biological sciences is essential for many fieldsimf/ersity study, and is necessary if one is tmgeehend our
world and the impact of science and technologyt.offhese concepts are in the combination of Biphgh
Chemistry and Physics.

Social Sciences/HistoryThree years required) *

Students should study different cultures and sesgtheir social systems, customs, communitidsiega
economics, governments, and politics. Knowledgiefmain events and ideas, inquiry, public disseyand
citizen involvement that have shaped our nationiemnplace in the world should also be possessestuments.
They should understand how the past bears upgorésent condition, and future courses of mankirgith®
social sciences improve one’s appreciation of thensific method and other approaches to criticallgsis, an
understanding of history is requisite to the infethexercise of citizenship in a free society.

World Languages(At least three years recommended)*

The study of French, German, or Spanish, exparalsttidents’ view of world cultures, develops piEaiti
communication skills, and heightens awareness addrstanding of the English language. As part of a
nationwide trend, increasing numbers of collegekamversities require world language study forimas
majors, degrees, entrance and/or exit requiremihtfigan State University, for example, requires tor
more years of high school world language studyollege equivalent as an exit requirement. The Vddliake
Consolidated Schools graduation requirement palicyngly recommends three or more years of studyen
world language for college bound students and stimerested in increasing their knowledge and
understanding of world languages. In addition, exiirdg world markets favor multilingual personnelokid
language competency opens up career opportungigedito those without it.

Students entering a university should be acquawigdthe visual and performing arts through stady/or
participation. Several academic disciplines atiaamity require high levels of skill in the artudy in this
area enriches life and heightens one’s sense otypaad aesthetic perception.

Keep an assignment book
If possible, study at the same times every day
